He and | were kindred spirits; he fought Americas battles on foreign shores, | fought
Americas battles on American shores, but we both fought those battles under the same
flag with the same commitment to what that stands for.

We said good bye to him a few Wednesdays past, from here he will travel to New
Jersey for family there, and then to his final rest in Arlington.
